Description: | GCSE Chinese (Mandarin) helps students develop Edexcel Level 1/Level 2 GCSE in Chinese enables

their Mandarin language skills in a variety of contexts
and a broad understanding of the culture of countries
and communities where Mandarin is spoken. It
encourages enjoyment of language learning and the
recognition that language skills enable students to
take their place in a multi-lingual global society.

GCSE Chinese (Spoken Mandarin) has a Foundation
Tier (grades 1-5) and a Higher Tier (grades 4-9).
Students must take all four question papers (listening,
speaking, reading and writing) at the same tier. All
guestion papers must be taken in the same series.

Students study all of the following topics/themes on
which the assessments are based.

It allows students to develop their ability to
communicate with Chinese native speakers in both
speech and writing. Students will study across a
variety of contexts relevant to their age and interests
and will also develop a greater awareness of the
culture of Chinese-speaking communities and
countries.

Questions across all four language skills are set in
common contexts, addressing a range of relevant
contemporary and cultural themes. They are
organised into five themes, each broken down into
topics and sub-topics. The five themes are:

Foundation Tier and Higher Tier

The format is the same at Foundation Tier and Higher
Tier, but with different stimulus questions for the
Photo card and different stimulus materials for the
Role-play. All speaking preparation cards will be in
English.

The timings are different too:
¢ Role-play — 15 marks (2 minutes at Foundation
Tier; 2 minutes at Higher Tier)
e Photo card — 15 marks (2 minutes at Foundation

Paper 1: Listening and understanding

Students will respond to multiple-response and short-
answer open-response guestions based on a
recording featuring male and female Chinese
speakers. There is no requirement for students to
produce written responses in Chinese.

Paper 2: Speaking
There are three tasks which must be conducted in the
following order:
e Task 1 —arole play based on one topic that is
allocated by Pearson
e Task 2 — questions based on a picture stimulus
of one topic that is allocated by Pearson
e Task 3 — conversation based on two themes.
The first theme is based on the topic chosen
by the student in advance of the assessment.
The second theme is allocated by Pearson.
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Tier; 3 minutes at Higher Tier)
e General conversation — 30 marks (3—5 minutes

e Question 4 — structured writing task (student
responds to four compulsory detailed bullet

The assessment will be available in Mandarin and
Cantonese.

Paper 3: Reading and understanding

Students are assessed on their understanding of
written Chinese across a range of different types of
texts, including advertisements, emails, letters,
articles and literary texts.

Section A is set in English. The instructions to
students are in English.

Section B includes a translation passage from
Chinese into English with instructions in English.

Paper 4: Writing

Students are required to produce responses of
varying lengths and types to express ideas and
opinions in Chinese. The instructions to students are
in English. Character counts are specified for each
guestion. Students must answer all questions.
