Part four: unit of weight: jīn  /gōng jīn    斤/公斤 
1 斤= ½   公斤(kg)
The official unit of weight is 公斤（KG）. However, 斤 is most commonly used in dealing with small quantities of goods, especially in shops. As 斤 itself is a unit of weight, measure words are not needed in between a number and 斤. The question words are 几or 多少：几is for small amount and 多少is for large amount. Eg:
       Nǐ yào jǐ jīn píngguǒ? 
——你要几斤苹果?              How many half a kilo apples do you want?
      Wǒ yào liǎng jīn píngguǒ.
——我要两斤苹果。             I want 1 kilo.
